GOALS FOR BASIC FACTS/WRITTEN LANGUAGE/VOCABULARY FOR THIS YEAR
Our Board and Teachers have set these goals for achievement across all students for each level of school for speed recall of Basic Facts. 
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85% of Year 6 students will achieve above 80% in Basic Facts Test

80% of Year 5 students will achieve above 80% in Basic Facts Test

75% of Year 4 students will achieve above 75% in Basic Facts Test

70% of Year 3 students will achieve above 70% in Basic Facts Test

65% of Year 2 students will achieve above 60% in Basic Facts Test

Written Language:

All students in Year 3 to Year 6 will move at least one sub level in writing.

i.e. we will compare Sept/Oct 2009 with the same cohort in Sept/Oct 2010

Vocab:



85% of Year 3 students will have sound knowledge of 90 or more words.

85% of Year 2 students will have sound knowledge of 60 or more words.

80% of Year 1 students will have sound knowledge of 30 or more words.
