LITERACY (Reading & Writing) – A reminder that one of our goals this year is around lifting reading and writing levels across the school.  Here are some fun ways to support the child’s reading and writing in the holidays:

· [image: image3.wmf]reading books where high words are repeated often.

· repeat readings of easy and familiar books

· reading and writing labels, logos, signs and notes on a message board

· play with words in games, poems/rhymes and songs and alliteration

· model writing lists for shopping/jobs and read back to children

· encourage your child to retell an event and write it down for  them.  Read it back and encourage them to read it back too.

· share your child’s excitement as they make connections between sounds and their reading or writing.

· the spelling a young child produces is often incorrect by our standards, however children will spell the words as they sound to them.  Be supportive and help out at this stage.

· play matching pictures with words – card games.  (These can be bought at K Mart, Whitcoulls and Te Rakau Teachers Centre)

It is essential for young readers and writers to develop sight vocabulary, that is, a store of words that they can recognize easily.  At first, children will learn to recognize words that are repeated often (high frequency words) and personal – interest words.  This develops a sight vocabulary which enables beginning readers to move on.  A store of sight words frees the reader from having to process every single word and allows them to work with phrases and sentences.
