ABC’s & Goal Setting:  It was great to see the All Blacks win on the weekend and there is no doubt as to their incredible grit on the day but also the hours of practice and co-operating as a team ensured that they would end up in the finals.  Remember to help support your child with their goal setting and the steps or practices they need to put in place to achieve their goals in Maths, reading and writing for this term.  Teachers will help them set these goals.  However students should reflect on the key competencies, i.e. Participation and Co-operation, Self Management, Thinking and Relating to Others and ‘think’ how they can improve in these areas, therefore constantly building on these skills to ensure they become life long learners.  
Many of these skills are reinforced by our acronym ‘ABC’ for the concepts of Attitude, Behaviour, Consistency and Compassion set these learning goals which are the umbrella which are Charism, Core Values and the Mission Statement are continually articulated and nurtured.
‘Attitude’ reinforces the need for a positive attitude towards taking on risks and challenges in all learning including PE time and on the sports field.  Emphasis is placed on goal setting and working hard to achieve them.  The second word, ‘Behaviour’, stresses self control and taking responsibility for their own actions.  Respect for self, others and the environment at all times is paramount.  This links in with the Mission Charism which stresses right relationships which the school works hard to achieve.  ‘Consistency’ requires perseverance and children are continually being encouraged to do their best and staff and students take joy in celebrating and promoting the children’s success.  The students see the connection between this concept, the school motto “Seek and you shall find” and our Mission Statement:-  “To do their best in a Catholic environment”.  ‘Compassion’ asks us to be sympathetic towards others but to think about what it would feel like to walk in that person’s shoes, i.e. really think about what it would feel like for that person or group of people if they were in the same situation.
